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For 2009-2010, paper FAFSA (Federal Student Aid Forms) will not be available for order in bulk.  Students will be able to order paper FAFSA by calling the Federal Student Aid Information Center at: 1-800-4-FED-AID (1-800-433-3243).

Students may request up to three copies of the paper application and should receive their FAFSA in 3 – 7 business days.

You may apply on-line, starting on January 1, 2010 at http://www.fafsa.ed.gov/. 

There is a PDF version of the FAFSA that students can submit for processing.  Students can access the PDF form, complete the form on the computer or by hand, and mail it to the address provided for processing.  Access this option at http://www.federalstudentaid.ed.gov/.

This is the most important you must do for the 2nd half of the semester.  No matter if you are qualify for TOPS or not, you must complete a FAFSAS to be able to receive any kind of financial assistance for college.  There is no such thing as “My parents make too much money.”  YOU NEED TO APPLY.

NOTE: In order to apply for financial aid for the 2010 Fall Semester, you must have financial information about 2009.  You need W-2 forms or income tax forms for all wage-earners in the family (including you, if you worked during 2009).
