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The week of March 19 -23, 2007 all 9th grade students will be taking the iLEAP exam.  This is the second year that Louisiana 9th graders are taking this new exam.  iLEAP is an Integrated LEAP that combines a criterion-referenced test (CRT) and a norm-referenced test (NRT). A CRT measures student progress toward meeting academic standards. An NRT is normed on a national sample of students and compares student performance with students across the nation.

The iLEAP measures student progress toward meeting Louisiana content standards and more specifically the Grade Level Expectations.  Students take test in English Language Arts and Math.  Science and Social Studies are not assessed in the ninth grade because ninth grade students can take various courses in these subjects. 

What kind of questions will you see on this test? You will see multiple choice and constructed response questions.  In ELA, students will be expected to write a composition in response to a writing prompt.  In Math, you will be expected to respond mathematically and explain your answers in writing. 


Students are not required to make a certain score in order to pass to the next grade level. The high stakes assessments for students are the LEAP at grades 4 and 8, and the Graduation Exit Exam (GEE) at grade 10 and 11.
